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The shoreline is a very important part of a lake. 
It is where fish and other aquatic wildlife spawn 
and seek shelter amidst the logs, stumps and 
weeds. The shoreline is also where land animals 
often feed, breed, or take shelter. As the shore-
line becomes less natural, the health of fish and 
other wildlife is adversely affected.  

Shorelines can: 

· Provide a barrier against erosion by 
waves and currents.  

· Trap sediments from uplands run-off.  

· Prevent over fertilization of the water 
by reducing runoff of sediments.

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There are many steps involved once the decision is 
made to  restore and/or naturalize the shoreline. 

A knowledgeable staff at Gamiing can assist you  in 
every step  of the way. 

Here are some of the issues to be considered: 

�  The current use of the shoreline 

�  Future use of the shoreline 

Factors to be considered when designing your plan 

Plant selection: Flowers, shrubs and trees 

Gamiing has a Native Nursery with a wide variety of 
plants  specifically grown for restoration projects. 
These plants are  acclimatized to weather and soil con-
ditions. 

Role of the waterfront owner: 

1. Keep a buffer zone 
2. Reduce exposure to toxic products 
3. Reduce the use of fertilizer 
4. Maintain your septic tank 
5. Use phosphate free cleaning  

· Recycle nutrients in on-shore plants.  

· Protect shallow waters from excessive 
warming. (Temperature rises increase 
algae growth.)  

· Preserve the ecological balance of lake. 
(Nourishing species such as insects and 
birds, which in turn nourish fish.)  

· Play an essential role in the beauty of 
the landscape.  
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
